7. Discuss proposed jail contract, as provided by Lafayette County.

The Mayor read a statement about the recent contract negotiations with Lafayette County
regarding the proposed jail contract. No action was taken at this time.

8. Consider an appeal of the Planning Commission Site Plan Approval of Case #3126, Landshark
Seafood, for "Velvet Ditch Seafood", for property located at 430 South Lamar Boulevard, being
further identified as PPIN 8287. (Ben Requet)

After a brief review of the case by City Planner, Ben Requet, the Mayor called for public comment;
and the first person to speak was Lauren Ward, the attorney for a group of residents living in the
area surrounding this business. The residents are opposed to this business due to concerns
about traffic, parking, noise, and odor. She cited sections of the Land Development Code that
relate to this appeal, particularly Section 1.6, subsection 1.6.4, as it relates to pedestrian and
traffic congestion. She contends that the Planning Commission did not fully take these guidelines
into consideration when it was approved and that the appeal should be granted.

Jared Foster, owner of The Velvet Ditch Seafood/Landshark, spoke next. He contends that he
has met every City requirement to open this business in this location. He compared his business
to all the others around the square and in the downtown area; with regard to "pushing people out"
when the bar hours end at 1:00am. He sees no difference in people leaving The Library or
Funky's (they exit out onto Van Buren Avenue and Jackson Avenue, respectively) versus people
leaving his business to cross University Avenue or South Lamar to either walk to their car or to
the ride-share pickup location(s).

After some discussion, it was moved by Alderman Hyneman, seconded by Alderman Crowe to
grant the appeal and reverse the decision of the Planning Commission. Alderman Hyneman
added that his main concern was public safety and pushing people out onto University Avenue
and South Lamar at one time could lead to accidents. All the aldermen present voting aye, with
the exception of Alderman Huelse who voted no, the Mayor declared the motion carried.

INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF OXFORD,
MISSISSIPPI, AND LAFAYETTE COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI,
PERTAINING TO THE LAFAYETTE COUNTY DENTENTION CENTER

This agreement is made and entered into on the day of ,

2024, by and between the Board of Supervisors of Lafayette County, Mississippi (the “County”);
and the City of Oxford, Mississippi (the “City”), pursuant to the authority granted in Section 47-
1-39, Section 27-17-1, Section 19-25-71, Section 41-7-57, and Section 19-25-53, of the

Mississippi Code of 1972 Amended.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED by and between the City of Oxford, Mississippi
(“City”), and Lafayette County, Mississippi (“County”), as follows:

l. That the Lafayette County Sheriff, as custodian of the jail, shall make available
space for individuals arrested by the City (hereinafter referred to as “detainee” or “inmates’) within
the Lafayette County Detention Center (hereinafter referred to as “Jail”).

2. That individuals arrested by the City and detained at the Jail shall remain City
inmates until such time as the inmate is indicted on felony charges. During the period of detention
at the Jail and prior to the date of an indictment, the City shall be obligated to pay the County a
per day fee for each detainee and the costs of all non-routine medical care provided to the City
inmate. Once an inmate is indicted on a felony charge and has been served his or her indictment,
he or she shall become the responsibility of Lafayette County as a County inmate and the County
will be responsible for that prisoner’s detention and medical care, and the City will no longer be
required to pay the fees and the costs of non-routine medical care for that inmate from that date

forward.



3. That the County shall be compensated for housing City inmate in the sum of Fifty-
five Dollars ($55.00) for every 24-hour day that a City inmate is housed in the Jail. This
compensation covers administration fees, clothing, shelter and routine medical care but does not
include actual medical expenses incurred by the City inmates, it being specifically understood that
all medical expenses required by an inmate shall be paid for by the appropriate entity, as more
specifically set out hereinafter.

4. That City inmates are entitled to “routine medical care” and treatment, which is
defined to mean the assessment and monitoring of Jail inmates and the provision of sick call
services, provided by the Lafayette County Detention Center medical staff at no additional cost to
the City, it being understood that the cost of such routine medical care is defrayed by the per day
fee paid by the City. “Routine medical care” does not include the costs of prescription medicines
and other actual costs of medical services provided City inmates.

5. If the Jail medical staff recommends medical treatment (medical, mental, and/or
dental treatment), to be provided by other medical care providers, Jail medical staff will make the
necessary medical appointments for the inmate. In that event, the Jail Administrator, Jail nurse or
designee will contact the Chief of Police, or his designee, and advise them of the inmate’s
appointment date and time; however, it is the City’s responsibility to transport the inmate to the
appointment. It is further the City’s responsibility to monitor and secure the inmate for the duration
of the appointment until the inmate is returned to County custody at the Jail. In the event the City
fails to take an inmate to an appointment, the County may take the City inmate to the appointment.
In such case, however, the City will not only be responsible for the cost of the appointment but
will be charged Fifty Dollars ($50.00) per hour administrative / operations fee for County staff

having to execute the City’s responsibilities.



6. That if an emergency situation arises with a City inmate and the nurse is not
available, the County will notify the City of the emergency and the City will make all necessary
arrangements to address the inmate’s medical emergency. In the event the emergency is not timely
handled by the City, the matter will be handled by the County and the City will be responsible for
any medical expenses incurred as well as a reasonable administrative / operations fee in the amount
of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) per hour for the Sheriff’s necessary execution of the City’s
responsibilities.

7. That if a City inmate is prescribed medication, the City will be responsible for the
costs of said medication and also responsible for picking up any medication that is not delivered
by the vendor. Should the City fail to pick up such medication within twenty-four (24) hours of
the same being called in, the City will not only be responsible for the cost of the medication, but a
Fifty Dollars ($50.00) per hour administrative / operations fee will be charged for County staftf’s
execution of the City’s responsibilities.

8. That if a City inmate has a medical emergency while housed in the County Jail and
ambulance service is necessary, the County will call for an ambulance. The City will be responsible
for all costs associated with the ambulance and/or hospital emergency room services. Furthermore,
it is the City’s obligation to monitor and secure the City inmate during treatment and until such
time as the inmate is returned to County custody at the Jail. In the event the Jail nurse indicates
that an ambulance is not necessary to transport an inmate when addressing an inmate’s medical
condition, Jail staff will notify the City and it is the City’s responsibility to transport the inmate to
a medical provider and to monitor and secure the inmate for the duration of the treatment until the

inmate is returned to County custody at the Jail.



0. That the Jail cannot accept any inmate who is in obvious medical distress or in
obvious need of medical care, it being the City’s responsibility to provide medical treatment to that
arrestee prior to the arrestee being accepted by the Jail as an inmate. The County has sole
discretion, to decline to accept or retain custody of a City arrestee/inmate.

10. That in an effort to minimize the need for felony inmate prisoners of the City, a list
of felony inmates not under indictment shall be furnished by the City to the District Attorney’s
office prior to any Grand Jury meeting so that the matters may be disposed of in a timely manner.

11. That pursuant to the requirements of Rule 6.03 of the Uniform Circuit and County
Court Rules, as well as Attorney General opinions pertaining to said Rules and the terms of the
Fourth Amendment of the Constitution of the United States, it is mandatory that initial appearances
be conducted within forty-eight (48) hours of arrest, and it is the City’s responsibility to facilitate
such appearance and transport City prisoner’s inmate to same.

12. That the terms and conditions set forth in this agreement supersede and replace all
previous agreements entered by the City and County for the housing of City prisoners in the County
detention facility.

13. That the term of this agreement shall be for one (1) year, running from the date of

execution for 365 days until finally concluded.

This is an appeal request of the Planning Commission’s Approval of Case #3126, a request for a Site Plan. This case
was approved by the Planning Commission at their last regularly scheduled meeting on September 9, 2024. The
project received a Certificate of Appropriateness at the July 1, 2024 meeting of the Courthouse Square Historic
Preservation Commission. That case was appealed to the Mayor and Board of Aldermen and the approval was
upheld at the July 16, 2024 meeting.

In their letter, the appellants contend the Planning Commission’s decision erred by improperly approving this
project and failed to consider significant issues related to the impact of this project on local safety, traffic, parking,
outdoor sound, and the undisputed obnoxious smell of seafood to be emanating from this location.

The requested Site Plan includes plans to expand the northeastern portion of the building to expand the
bathrooms, the installation of a garage door into the existing storefront, to install turf over the existing parking
lot, the addition of two bars, and outdoor seating and umbrellas. The applicant also proposes fencing around the
site, with planters and stakes to install Edison bulb lighting. Also included in the Site Plan is a boil room to be
constructed on the University Avenue side of the site. Plans for this building have not yet been reviewed by the
Courthouse Square Historic Preservation Commission. The Planning and Engineering Departments made several
comments that may be found in the attached Staff report.

After a lengthy discussion by the applicant, residents, and the Commission, Commissioner Murphy made a motion
to approve the Site Plan with eight conditions:

1. The Site Plan is approved with changes to the site plan (in particular the location of the bathroom and
boiling room additions) delegated to Planning Staff approval (Planning).

2. This approval does not cover signage and any signage will receive a Certificate of Appropriateness and a
Sign permit (Planning).

3. The restaurant will comply with section 3.8.9.5 (a) stating that restaurants will comply with the City of
Oxford Sound Ordinance (Code 1968, Chapter 34, Article lll) (Planning).

4. Any future improvements to the site may trigger stormwater management provisions (Engineering).



5. New concrete curb and gutter are required along the frontage of University Avenue (with the exception
of the gated entrance) and South Lamar Boulevard adjacent to the existing sidewalk (Engineering).

6. The site shall provide adequate provisions for storage of all waste including liquid, solid and gas/odors as
to not become a nuisance. (Planning)

7. Tables and chairs will not be removable for the purpose to increase capacity. (Planning)
8. Applicant will seek to resolve the boundary issue with the adjacent property owner. (Planning)

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alexander. The motion carried with a 6-1 vote. Commissioners
Murphy, Alexander, Spragins, Rigby, Milam, and Logan voted to approve the Site Plan. Commissioner Smith voted
against the motion.

This appeal is being heard at the request of several residents located in the South Lamar Historic District. The
applicants request that the Mayor and Board of Aldermen overturn the Commission’s decision. The letter of
appeal is included with this report, along with the previous case files.

A link to the recording of the September meeting is below, and the Staff report for the case is also included with
this report.

430 S Lamar Boulevard, formerly the site of Abner’s Chicken, is
zoned (HUCN) Historic Urban Center District and is located in the Courthouse Square Historic
District.

The project received approval for a version of the project from the Courthouse Square Historic
Preservation Commission at the July, 2024 meeting (Case #455). The proposed site plan reflects
several changes to that plan since approval and will require a new Certificate of Appropriateness.

Proposed plans include a new bathroom addition and the installation of a garage door into the
existing storefront, to install turf over the existing parking lot, the addition of two bars, and
outdoor seating and umbrellas. The applicant also proposes fencing around the site, with planters
and stakes to install Edison bulb lighting. A food truck and gate to allow the food truck into the
site are proposed on the west side of the site.

Use and Parking—The use of the property as a restaurant & bar is acceptable in the (HUCN)
Historic Urban Center. Restaurants are required by code (3.8.9.5.a) to comply with the City of
Oxford Sound Ordinance that regulates amplified music, loudspeakers, and other similar sounds.

On-site parking shall not be required for any allowed use where on-street or nearby public
parking exists.

Coverage—Coverage in the HUCN is allowable up to 100%.

Other Elements
e Landscaping and Mitigation—While a landscaping plan is required for any new site plan,
the applicant is working with the existing site which is currently fully paved. The applicant
proposes planters around the edges of the site and some plantings between the proposed
food truck location and the neighbor on the west side of the property.

e Building Height and Materials—The proposed new additions are consistent with building
materials on the site and are one-story like the existing building. The current design was
approved by the Courthouse Square Historic Preservation Commission and any changes
will be required to go before the Commission to ensure that new additions meet the
recommendations of the Oxford Design Guidelines.

Planning Staff continues to meet and discuss this site plan with the applicant and the applicant’s
architect. As there was great concern from neighbors at the Courthouse Square Commission
meeting about the proposed food truck locating on the site, the applicant’s team is exploring the
addition of a boiling room. The applicant’s business includes boiling seafood, which cannot be
done in the main commercial kitchen. The applicant now intends to build a boiling room on the
northeast corner of the site and the new bathrooms on the southwest corner. However, those
plans are still being drawn at this time. Staff recommends that, if the Planning Commission
chooses to approve the site plan, it is with the flexibility to approve a revised version of the plan
that includes a boiling room.

9/9/24 Update: Staff received new plans on 9/6 that reflect changes to the proposed bathroom
addition and the location of the designated area for the proposed boil room. The bathroom
addition was modified due to an existing transformer and its inability to be relocated. Those plans
are included first in the attached report before the other previous sheets. The architectural
drawings/details for the proposed boil room are still required and will also require a Certificate
of Appropriateness.

Engineering Comments:

This project is located at the corner of South Lamar Boulevard and University Avenue at the site
of the old Abners restaurant. The project proposes to convert the existing parking lot into a
temporary outdoor dining area along with additional restroom facilities to the existing structure.

New concrete curb and gutter will be required along the frontage of University Avenue (with the
exception of the gated entrance) and South Lamar Boulevard adjacent to the existing sidewalk.

The curb and gutter is necessary to provide needed separation for pedestrian traffic along this
property.

Water and Sewer

New water and sewer connections will be made along South Lamar Boulevard adjacent to the
proposed restroom addition.

Stormwater Management

Currently, the proposed restroom addition constitutes less than 2,000 sq. feet and does not
trigger stormwater management provisions for this site. However, should future additions or
alterations increase the disturbed area of the existing site, stormwater management may be
required at that time.

Recommendation: Staff recommends approval of the Site Plan with the following conditions:

1. The Site Plan is approved with changes to the site plan (in particular the location of the
bathroom and boiling room additions) delegated to Planning Staff approval (Planning).

2. This approval does not cover signage and any signage will receive a Certificate of
Appropriateness and a Sign permit (Planning).

3. The restaurant will comply with section 3.8.9.5 (a) stating that restaurants will comply
with the City of Oxford Sound Ordinance (Code 1968, Chapter 34, Article Ill) (Planning).

4. Any future improvements to the site may trigger stormwater management provisions
(Engineering).

5. Sidewalks are required along University Avenue and South Lamar Boulevard
(Engineering).
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APPLICABLE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE ORDINANCES

1.2 Authority: This Code is promulgated under the authority of [Miss. CODE ANN.§§ 17-1-1
through 17-1-27], which delegates the powers necessary for municipalities to adopt zoning
regulations designed to promote the public health, safety. and general welfare of its citizens.

1.5 Guiding principles: The Oxford guiding principles establish fundamental design and planning
principles for Oxford's future growth. These principles shall guide day-to-day decisions of the
governing authorities, boards and city staff.

1.5.1. Recognize Oxford's historic ways of town building and use those traditions to
provide a framework for future growth.

1.5.4. Establish a densely-connected network of streets and roads to guide future growth
that equally serves automobiles. pedestrians, bicycles and future possibilities of transit.
1.5.5. Relate existing and future development to the network of streets, roads and natural
drainage areas, emphasizing appropriate mixes of land uses instead of single-use districts.

1.6 Objectives: This Code has been prepared in accordance with a comprehensive city plan and is
enacted to preserve and promote the public health. safety and general welfare of the inhabitants of
the City of Oxford and the public generally, and to encourage and facilitate the orderly growth and
expansion of the municipality. These regulations were given substantial consideration as to the
intended character of zoning districts, and their suitability for specific uses, with the intention of
conserving the value of buildings and encouraging the most appropriate use of land throughout the
city. Specifically, this Code is designed to:

1.6.4. Better control congestion in the streets including conflicts between vehicles, cyclists.
and pedestrians.
1.6.5. Require adequate open space for traffic, recreation, drainage, light, and air.

9.2.1 Purpose of site plan review is to “ensure compliance with land development code and other
ordinances as they apply to designated projects, to expedite procedures necessary for obtaining
building permits; to provide the developer with one central review of his development proposal;
to conserve the time and efforts of city employees in various departments; and to provide for a
speedy processing of applications for building permits on large scale and other projects.”

9.2.10.2: In addition to such general considerations, said plan shall be approved only after a
consideration of the following factors:

(a) Ingress and egress to the property and any proposed structures with particular reference to
vehicular. bicycle and pedestrian safety. traffic flow and control, provision of services and
servicing for utilities, and access in case of fire or catastrophe. The routing of vehicle traffic
to and through minor residential streets is discouraged.

(e) Off-street parking and loading areas. with attention to automotive and pedestrian safety,
traffic flow and control, access in case of fire and catastrophe, and screening and
landscaping.



(f) Recreation and open spaces, with attention to the location, size, and development of the
areas as to adequacy, effect on privacy of adjacent and nearby properties, and relationship
to community-wide open spaces and recreation facilities.

(g) General site arrangement, amenities, and convenience, with particular reference to ensuring
that appearance and general layout of the proposed development will be compatible and
harmonious with properties in the general area and will not be so at variance with other
development in the area as to cause a substantial negative impact on such property values.

(h) Disposal of waste: Adequate provision for the disposal of all solid. liquid and gaseous
wastes and for the avoidance of odor and other air pollutants that may be generated at the
site. All applicable pollution control standards shall be observed.

(i) Noise: All applicable regulations dealing with control of outside noise expected to be
generated at the site shall be complied with.

(1) Traffic impact analysis. At the discretion of the public works department or when any
proposed site plan is expected to generate over 100 peak trips. 500 trips in an average day.
(See traffic generation threshold table in appendix.)

(m)Complete street plan. A complete street plan shall be submitted for consideration by public
works that includes all existing and proposed infrastructure as it relates to the balancing of
bicycle and pedestrian access within the proposed development and the connecting
roadways. The plan should address how users on foot or bicycle will navigate into, around,
and through the development in compliance with the alternative transportation goals stated
in the Vision 2037 Comprehensive Plan.

Appendix Section A.7.: The site development plan required to be submitted under section 9.2

above and the requirement of these land development code regulations shall include the elements
below:

A.7.1.3. A dimensioned site plan based on exact survey and/or properly recorded plat(s) of the
property drawn to scale of sufficient size to show:

(a) Exact location of all buildings and structures.

(b) All means of ingress and egress.

(¢) A detailed landscape plan.

(d) Off-street parking and loading areas.

(e) Retfuse collection areas.

(f) Access to utilities and points of utilities hookup.

(g) Natural features such as streams, lakes or other topographic features.

A.7.1.12. A traffic impact study/analysis at the discretion of the public works department or when
any proposed site plan is expected to generate over 100 peak trips or 500 trips in an average day.
(also required at A.8.1.9)

#14967 & #34530)

Request: This is a request for a Zoning Map Amendment to rezone approximately +/- 26.06 acres
from Traditional Neighborhood Business (TNB) and Neighborhood Residential (NR) to Suburban
Multi-Family (SMF), and +/- .07 acres from Neighborhood Residential (NR) to Suburban
Residential (SR) for property located on Old Taylor Road. At the September 9, 2024, Planning
Commission meeting, a motion by Commissioner Smith to recommend approval of the requested
rezoning to the Mayor and Aldermen that was seconded by Commissioner Murphy failed with a
3-4 vote (Ayes: Commissioners Smith, Murphy and Logan — Nays: Commissioners Rigby, Spragins,
Alexander and Milam). Therefore, the Commission recommended denial of the requested
rezoning.

Prior to the 2" Reading and Public Hearing, the applicant has provided additional information to
be considered by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen. This information is included in this packet.

Comments: The subject property is located on the west side of Old Taylor Road. It measures
approximately +/- 31 acres, and it is zoned Traditional Neighborhood Business (TNB),
Neighborhood Residential (NR) and Suburban Residential (SR). The property adjacent to the
south is Falkner Flats, and the adjacent commercial properties include Dollar General, My
Michelle’s and Lapels. Currently, there are a few structures on the property, (it has been a family
homesite/farm) but is primarily vacant. The applicant is requesting a Zoning Map Amendment to
change the zoning for an area that measures 26.06 acres currently designated (TNB) Traditional
Neighborhood Business and (NR) Neighborhood Residential to (SMF) Suburban Multi-Family, and
an area measuring .07 acres currently designated (NR) Neighborhood Residential to (SR)
Suburban Residential.

State Requirements for Rezoning:
The criteria to rezone property are cited in a number of Mississippi cases and are as follows:



“Before a zoning board reclassifies property from one zone to another, there must be proof
either:

(1) that there was a mistake in the original zoning, or (2) (a) that the character of the
neighborhood has changed to such an extent as to justify reclassification, and (b) that there was
a public need for rezoning.” (Burdine v. City of Greenville, 1999).

In another case, the court stated: “Before property is reclassified, applicant seeking rezoning
must prove beyond by clear and convincing evidence either that there was mistake in original
zoning, or that character of neighborhood had changed to such an extent as to justify rezoning,
and that public need existed for rezoning” . (City of Biloxi v. Hilbert, 1992)

Finally, Fondren North Renaissance v. Mayor and City Council of City of Jackson, 1999, stated:
“Under the “change and mistake” rule of municipal zoning, based on the presumption that the
original zoning is well-planned and designed to be permanent, before a zoning board may
reclassify property from one zone to another, there must be proof either: (1) that there was a
mistake in the original zoning, or (2)(a) that the character of the neighborhood has changed to
such an extent as to justify reclassification, and (b) that there was a public need for rezoning.
Therefore, the merits of the applicant’s request for rezoning, based on the criteria established in
the cited cases, is as follows:

Change and Need:
In the application, the applicant provided the following justifications for the change in the
character of the neighborhood and the public need.

1. Shift in Neighborhood Character:

Overtime, neighborhoods evolve, and it is crucial for zoning regulations to reflect these changes.
In the case of the property in question, the character of the surrounding area has shifted
substantially. The City of Oxford has recently expanded its city limits significantly in and around
the area. Although the property was already within the city limits, the expansion has created a
more integrated and comprehensive urban landscape. This growth necessitates an update to the
zoning to ensure cohesive development and proper utilization of the newly incorporated areas.

2. Completion of Oxford Way Construction:

Another significant factor contributing to the changed character of the neighborhood is the
completion of Oxford Way and the development adjacent to roadway. Oxford Way provides a
crucial east-west connection between S. Lamar Avenue and OIld Taylor Road. This roadway
significantly improves accessibility and traffic flow in the area, making the JWM Development
property more viable and attractive for multi-family residential development. Rezoning the
property to a higher residential density will align with the enhanced connectivity and support the
increased residential demand anticipated from this new infrastructure.

3. Completion of Chucky Mullins Drive Construction:

Chucky Mullins Drive has been completed, providing a direct connection between Old Taylor
Road and the University of Mississippi. This new connection increases accessibility and mobility
for residents, students, and visitors, making the property a prime location for multi-family
residential development. The rezoning to SMF will facilitate the creation of residential units that
can cater to the needs of the University community and enhance the overall appeal of the area.



4. Development of a Gas Station on the Adjacent Property:

A gas station site plan has been approved on the adjacent property, which will necessitate the
installation of a new traffic signal on Old Taylor Road. This development indicates an increase in
commercial activity in the vicinity, further identifying the change in neighborhood character and
justifying the request to rezone the property. This will ensure that residential development
complements the commercial uses and benefits from the improved traffic management and
proximity to essential services.

5. Approval of a Tax Increment Financing Plan (TIF) to Construct a Proposed North/South
Connector Road:

A Tax Increment Financing Plan (TIF) has been approved to construct a new roadway from Oxford
Way to Belk Drive, serving the Baptist Hospital. This new roadway will enhance connectivity to
critical facilities such as the hospital, making the surrounding area more attractive for residential
development. Rezoning the property to a higher density residential zoning will align with these
infrastructure improvements and support the growth of the area as a residential and healthcare
hub.

6. Increased Demand and Public Need:

There is a growing demand for housing and multi-family housing in Oxford, driven by the
expanding population, University growth, and increased commercial activities. Rezoning the
JWM Development property will help meet this demand by providing diverse housing options
that are affordable and accessible, thus contributing to the overall housing supply and stability
in the area.

The applicant also believes that there are other circumstances to justify the proposed zoning map
amendment.

1. University of Mississippi Growth:

The University of Mississippi has experienced substantial growth in recent years, increasing its
student enrollment, faculty, and staff numbers. This expansion has led to a heightened demand
for housing options that are conveniently located near the campus. The JWM Development
property is ideally situated to meet this demand, providing a strategic location for multi-family
residential development.

2. Increased Enrollment and Housing Demand:

As enrollment at the University of Mississippi continues to rise, the need for nearby housing
options has become more pressing. The existing housing market is struggling to keep pace with
the influx of students, leading to higher rental prices and limited availability. Rezoning the JWM
Development property to SMF will help address this shortfall by increasing the supply of housing
units, thereby easing the pressure on the housing market.

3. Proximity to Campus:

The JWM Development property’s proximity to the University of Mississippi makes it an ideal
location for suburban multi-family housing. The short commute to campus will be highly
attractive to students, faculty, and staff, providing convenient and accessible living options. This



proximity supports the university community by reducing travel times and improving the overall
quality of life for residents.

4. Economic and Social Benefits:

The influx of university students and staff will bring economic benefits to the area, including
increased local spending and job creation. The development of SMF housing will cater to this
demographic, providing affordable and accessible living options. Additionally, the diverse
population will contribute to the social fabric of the community, enhancing its vibrancy and
inclusivity.

In conclusion, the rezoning of the 30.73-acre parcel of property owned by JWM Development to
higher density residentially zoned property is essential to accommodate the significant changes
and evolving conditions in the City of Oxford. The expansion of city limits, construction of new
roadways, newly approved site plans, and the completion of key infrastructure projects have
transformed the area, making it necessary to update the zoning to reflect the current and future
development potential. The rezoning will support cohesive and strategic growth, ensuring that
the property is utilized in a manner that benefits the community, meets housing demands, and
aligns with the City's development goals.

Mistake: There is no mistake in this instance.

Staff Comments: The applicant points out that since that time, there have been changes in the
character of the neighborhood including an annexation, the construction of Oxford Way, Belk
Boulevard, Chucky Mullins Drive, and a planned connection from Old Taylor Road to Belk
Boulevard near the hospital, and the approval of a service station at the adjacent property that
requires the installation of several traffic improvements including a traffic signal. This traffic
signal may create access limitations for this site, presenting challenges with the viability of
commercial development here.

Staff believes a critical element to the change in the neighborhood is that the property was
approved for a rezoning to allow a Traditional Neighborhood Development prior to the
comprehensive rezoning in 2017. This TND was required by the Land Development Code to
provide a mix of uses in a center, with dense housing near the center, and with moderate dense
housing in the edge of the development.

When evaluating the zoning for this property in 2017, it seemed logical to designate this property
with underlying zoning consistent with the development proposal. However, the development
never moved forward and the TND overlay reverted back to the underlying zoning (current zoning
of TNB, NR and SR) after building permits were not issued after 24 months. The property is
surrounded by multi-family housing in the area. Faulkner Flats, The Mark, The Domain, The Azul,
The Archive and Taylor Bend are all near this site. As the community has seen over the past few
years, there is considerable demand and need for housing in Oxford as the University enrollment
has grown considerably since COVID. A multi-family facility at this location is in close proximity
to the Ole Miss campus, and could provide much needed housing for the Oxford community.



Recommendation: Staff believes that there is sufficient evidence of change and need to support
the rezoning of this property as requested.

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October 1, 2024
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Introduction

Oxford’s explosive growth and the University’s record-high enrollment and its aggressive entrance into
the Oxford rental market through master leases have pushed the demand for housing to a crisis point.
Although Oxford loves its students, many areas in Oxford are simply incompatible with student housing.
Thus, when a site like this arises and presents the opportunity to address housing needs — in the right
location — we must make sure to support this growth. By granting this rezoning, Oxford can create
hundreds of new housing units, easing the strain on the market and ensuring the city grows in a way that
meets the needs of all its residents.

Zoning History of Comer Property

The current zoning of this property is a bit of an anomaly. The zoning was tied to a proposed
development that never happened, and, at the First Reading of this rezoning request on September 17,
City Planner Ben Requet explained why this unusual circumstance is another reason City Staff support
this rezoning request.

In short, Mr. Braxton Comer owned this property since 1987, but around 2017, some out-of-state
developers came to him with a complicated development idea for the property. To make their
development work — to make the sale happen for Mr. Comer - the developers told Mr. Comer that they
needed the property to use Oxford’s TND framework. This all happened right about the same time

as Oxford’s Comprehensive Rezoning, so the City, at that time thinking the development would move
forward, designated the underlying zoning on the land to match what those out-of-state developers
needed.

But, then, the development never happened.

As a result, Mr. Comer was left with a relatively small piece of property with three different zoning
designations. At the First Reading, Ben explained, “And as such, when the Comprehensive Rezoning took
place, the underlying zoning was prescribed the three different zones that we have now. And that was

to coincide with what the TND did approve, which is not typical. We have very few properties that have
multiple zoning districts across them... It’s difficult to market a site that has three different zonings on it
for development purposes.”

Thus, the zoning to be changed is based on a specific failed development, and changing it does not
contradict the City’s overall development plans. In fact, this rezoning will get rid of that anomalous zoning
and put the property back in sync with its surrounding uses.

One final result of this unique situation is that this rezoning, since it based upon such an odd set of
facts, does not set any type of precedent for other properties because, as Ben stated, there is no other
property with these unusual underlying circumstances.
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Legal Standard

Before a jurisdiction rezones, it must determine if it has the right to rezone. Only then is it appropriate for the
jurisdiction to determine if it is right to rezone. In this case, the legal standard is easily met, and the City is well
within its rights to use its discretionary zoning authority. The character of the neighborhood has changed well
beyond what Mississippi case law requires, and the need for housing is indisputable. It is this need that so
dramatically illustrates why this rezoning is so important.

Change in Character of Neighborhood

The character of the neighborhood of the property has not merely changed - it has changed dramatically
since this property was originally zoned, and the City’s Staff Report to the Planning Commission provides at
least five different examples proving this fact.

Project Engineer John Granberry provided the Planning Department with a map that vividly demonstrates the
change in the surrounding area. Those changes include, at least

(3) Chucky Mullins Drive Construction: The completion of Chucky Mullins

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Although these examples far surpass the Mississippi standard required for a “change in character,”
Oxford’s Code of Ordinances actually allow the Board to take into consideration changes in the City
“generally” — beyond just adjacent properties. The changes provided by the Applicant and City Staff are
conservatively considered, with each restricted to the immediate and adjacent “neighborhood” of the
property.

But Mississippi courts have declined to establish a bright line test for defining what constitutes a
“neighborhood.” For example, in one case, the Court recognized that the “neighborhood” constitutes
25% of the municipality, two miles away and across an interstate.

Thus, the “change in character” requirement of this rezoning analysis is easily met, and rezoning to
respond to these changes is an appropriate — and good — application of the City’s zoning authority.

University enrollment is at its highest level ever, and it is growing at its fastest rate ever. The University
is on a mission to maximize enrollment year after year, and they are succeeding immensely. But, this

success puts a heavy strain on our housing stock.

Since COVID, enrollment has increased by the thousands, and the most recent class jumped by
approximately 3,000 students.

On top of this, our local population is predicted to grow another 24% by 2030 — this in addition to a 102%
population increase since 2000. In most studies, Oxford is ranked as a top three fastest growing college
town in America.

Our housing market has borne the brunt of this growth, and it shows no sign of abating. Median home values
have been estimated to have reached over $300,000, and the demand for rental housing of any kind is at a
crisis level.

City Planner Ben Requet echoed this reality, “The property in this area is surrounded by multifamily housing,
which includes Faulkner Flats, The Mark, The Domain, The Azul, The Archive, Taylor Bend, are all near this
site. And as the community has seen over the past few years, there is considerable demand and a need for
housing in Oxford as the university enroliment has continued to grow, especially since COVID. Multi-family
facility at this location in close proximity to the campus and the trail could provide for much needed housing
in the community.”

The rezoning requested here could be repeated ten times over, and we still would not be able to address
Oxford’s housing needs... but obviously that does not mean we should not make dents where we can. Where
property exists that is available for more housing, it is crucial that we take advantage of those opportunities.
And, when we can address this need without negatively affecting the more historic and quaint parts of our
town, it is the logical choice.

Increasing density is the national standard for the first step for a community trying to combat housing
challenges, and refusing to increase density is commonly called “exclusionary zoning.” “Exclusionary
zoning places artificial constraints on supply ... and contributes to rising housing costs.”> Some jurisdictions
have gone so far as to prohibit low density zoning, and even DeSantis’s Florida has given incentives to
communities who use these techniques to rapidly increase housing stock.

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The property in question here, under its current zoning, literally outlaws attached dwellings — requiring
detached homes on a substantial portion - and, on the remaining portions, there are requirements for
certain percentages to be detached or prohibitions on residential uses altogether. Although this may have
made sense as an aspirational zoning years ago, it is precisely these types of self-inflicted housing restrictions
that cities nationwide are sprinting to relax to help alleviate the housing crisis.

Oxford is fortunate to be so attractive to so many, but we must use our land in the most efficient way possible
— particularly in those sites that solve problems without hurting the historic character of our community.

If Oxford can create hundreds more units of housing units

with a simple “Aye” vote, it absolutely should!

Community Involvement

When a proposed development involves using previously unused property, objections are inevitable as
most people, reasonably so, want to control not only their own property but also the property around
them. Homeowners regularly fight for “trees they don’t own,” but a City like Oxford cannot afford to sit
still in the face of our massive growth. However, throughout this process, the developers have worked
diligently to attempt to address each and every concern brought forth and to balance them against the
realities of a growing community and appropriate development of private property.

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Developers invite this burden, and developers will either solve it — or they will not build. But, in reality, what
will happen, and what happens nationwide, is that the developer community will add roads, add connectivity,
relieve traffic, and they will do it out of their own pockets. That is one less traffic concern where the City has to
go pleading with the State for additional funding; it can get that funding right here at home.

But, even beyond Site Plan Review, Planning Commission President J.R. Rigby correctly pointed out, “..it

does make sense to me to develop along the trail so that the trail can be used for pedestrian access to the
University instead of piping everybody down Old Taylor road.” This is consistent with the 2037 Vision which
encourages transit-oriented development as a means of promoting sustainable, accessible and pedestrian-
friendly communities.

And, in this way, this proposed rezoning again conforms to the core principles of Vision 2037.

NIMBY-ism

NIMBY-ism or “Not In My Back Yard”-ism is inevitable in just about any community, and, unfortunately, Oxford

is not immune to it. However, what Oxford has done differently is that it has created and uniformly enforced
strong ordinances such that the City can tell developers, “Yes, we want you here. You’ll have to follow our strict
requirements, but, if you will do that, we are open for business.” As shown by the City Staff’s support of this
rezoning, the developers in this case have done just that.

But, unfortunately, there are some in the community, usually people who live nearby, who, presumably, simply
believe students should just live somewhere else. Well, this is not a big town, so that “somewhere else” is just
going to be in our traditional family neighborhoods.

What Oxford has done such a good job of demonstrating is “YIMBY-ism,” that is, “Yes! In My Back Yard”-ism.
And, along those lines, the data show that more housing of any kind is a win for the community as a whole.

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When people vacate a given type of unit, it loosens the market for that type of unit, which lowers prices. Other
people move into the newly vacant homes, leaving their previous units vacant, and the process repeats itself
again and again.”

For example,
although students prefer to live in Greek houses or in amenity-
rich apartments, if they cannot find units, which they currently

cannot, they will move into Oxford’s traditional family neighborhoods and “take” those houses from Oxford’s
long-term resident and working class population. It is very similar to the challenging effect created by the
short-term rental market in Oxford. Landlords go to the highest bidder, effectively.

It is no secret that Ole Miss’s students are generally affluent, and if those students, using their parents money,
are competing for the same houses as Oxford’s working class, the students will win every time.

Those in need of affordable or family housing in
Oxford lose. But, the students are not going away, so
it is crucial that we continue to provide them other
places to live.

Conclusion

Housing is not a problem to be solved, but the City
of Oxford has set up a framework to manage our
“problems” well. Vision 2037, the City’s ordinances,
and a tireless City Staff have shown themselves

to be critical, responsive, and downright agile

in preparing for the emerging and growing
challenges of our town’s success. Zoning authority
is a critical tool in that toolbox, and for this reason, we respectfully request that the Board support the City
Staff’s recommendation that this property be rezoned as requested. And, we look forward to building more
high quality housing for our community.

On behalf of JW McCurdy, we are submitting this letter to accompany the submittal for the
Zoning Map Amendment request for a 30.73-acre parcel of land with Parcel ID#’s: 139L-31-
201.00 & 139L-31-201.01. Mr. McCurdy currently owns the property outright and has all legal
rights to rezone said property. The property is more specifically located on the west side of Old
Taylor Road, adjacent to and north of Faulkner Flats in Oxford.

Here are the requirements set forth by the City of Oxford in order to justify the rezoning
followed by our corresponding justifications/reasons for the rezoning:

What changed or changing conditions make the passage of this amendment necessary?

1. Shift in Neighborhood Character:
Over time, neighborhoods evolve, and it is crucial for zoning regulations to reflect these changes.
In the case of the property in question, the character of the surrounding area has shifted
substantially. The City of Oxford has recently expanded its city limits significantly in and around
the area. Although the property was already within the city limits, the expansion has created a
more integrated and comprehensive urban landscape. This growth necessitates an update to the
zoning to ensure cohesive development and proper utilization of the newly incorporated areas.

2. Completion of Oxford Way Construction:
Another significant factor contributing to the changed character of the neighborhood is the
completion of Oxford Way and the development adjacent to roadway. Oxford Way provides a
crucial east-west connection between S. Lamar Avenue and Old Taylor Road. This roadway
significantly improves accessibility and traffic flow in the area, making the JWM Development
property more viable and attractive for multi-family residential development. Rezoning the
property to a higher residential density will align with the enhanced connectivity and support the
increased residential demand anticipated from this new infrastructure.



3. Completion of Chucky Mullins Drive Construction:
Chucky Mullins Drive has been completed, providing a direct connection between Old Taylor
Road and the University of Mississippi. This new connection increases accessibility and mobility
for residents, students, and visitors, making the property a prime location for multi-family
residential development. The rezoning to SMF will facilitate the creation of residential units that
can cater to the needs of the University community and enhance the overall appeal of the area.

4. Development of a Gas Station on the Adjacent Property:
A gas station site plan has been approved on the adjacent property, which will necessitate the
installation of a new traffic signal on Old Taylor Road. This development indicates an increase in
commercial activity in the vicinity, further identifying the change in neighborhood character and
justifying the request to rezone the property. This will ensure that residential development
complements the commercial uses and benefits from the improved traffic management and
proximity to essential services.

5. Approval of a Tax Increment Financing Plan (TIF) to Construct a Proposed North/South
Connector Road.:

A Tax Increment Financing Plan (TIF) has been approved to construct a new roadway from
Oxford Way to Belk Drive, serving the Baptist Hospital. This new roadway will enhance
connectivity to critical facilities such as the hospital, making the surrounding area more attractive
for residential development. Rezoning the property to a higher density residential zoning will
align with these infrastructure improvements and support the growth of the area as a residential
and healthcare hub.

6. Increased Demand and Public Need:
There is a growing demand for housing and multi-family housing in Oxford, driven by the
expanding population, University growth, and increased commercial activities. Rezoning the
JWM Development property will help meet this demand by providing diverse housing options
that are affordable and accessible, thus contributing to the overall housing supply and stability in
the area.

What other circumstances justify the proposed change?

1. University of Mississippi Growth:
The University of Mississippi has experienced substantial growth in recent years, increasing its
student enrollment, faculty, and staff numbers. This expansion has led to a heightened demand
for housing options that are conveniently located near the campus. The JWM Development
property is ideally situated to meet this demand, providing a strategic location for multi-family
residential development.

2. Increased Enrollment and Housing Demand.:
As enrollment at the University of Mississippi continues to rise, the need for nearby housing
options has become more pressing.

The expansion of city limits, construction of new
roadways, newly approved site plans, and the completion of key infrastructure projects have
transformed the area, making it necessary to update the zoning to reflect the current and future
development potential. The rezoning will support cohesive and strategic growth, ensuring that
the property is utilized in a manner that benefits the community, meets housing demands, and
aligns with the City's development goals.

I am writing to express my opposition to the proposed zone change for
property on Old Taylor Rd (case #3131).

As noted by staff, comprehensive zoning plans are to be assumed correct and carefully
considered. Just seven years ago, the city had extensive public hearings, a consulting firm,
and copious deliberation about the planning map and made the considered decision that
this property should not be zoned nearly entirely multi-family.

The planning staff and the developer argue that the neighborhood has changed
considerably since then. This is simply not the case. With the exception of the potential
road to Baptist, all the developments near the property are in line with the planning map.
Following the carefully considered development map for a few years should not mean that
the planning now can be ignored.

Additionally, the developer's contention that the neighborhood has changed dramatically is
untenable because the properties adjacent to this property have remained unchanged
since 2017. No major development has occurred adjacent to the property.

The proposal also contends for “need” based on University enrollment. A developer also
made this contention in 2016, when enrollment was near the current levels, wanting to
build student housing there. The city rejected that attempt despite the student growth. The
2017 zoning map was created, understanding that substantial student increases were
likely.

It’s also important to remember that in 2016, the University was growing quickly and many
people assumed it always would. Yet, by 2018, enrollment had declined significantly. We
are now only slightly above the 2017 enrollment numbers. The University, like all
universities, is also facing a near future of dramatically fewer high school students going to
college. Asin 2017, the current may grow reverses in the near future.

A key reason the 2017 planning map did not zone this land for a large student-focused
apartment complex is that the city and university trails to the west are an incredible public
resource that needs protection. Development adjacent to this land should be consistent
with this key public interest. The previously proposed development (August 2017) did this.
The one does not. While | do not oppose any development on this land, it must be done in
keeping with its important position adjacent to this key gem of the city.

| am writing to express my strong concerns about an item the planning commission has
before it - the proposed development of property adjacent to the South Trails. | read over
the applicant’s (McCurdy) request and strongly disagree with their limited characterization
of the change in the neighborhood. Their application fails to describe the community’s
increased use of the South Trails, fails to address how the requested change in zoning
would affect the tree canopy in that area, and fails to provide actual data about the long-
term needs for multi-family housing vs. individual housing for the Oxford community.

The South Trails is a valuable recreational resource to hundreds of university students and
Oxford residents every day, including my family, and it’s value will be irreconcilably
changed if the tree canopy is diminished for another housing development along it’s

edge. And while much has been reported about the University’s current growth in
enrollment, demographic reports indicate that universities will see a drop in enrollment
within the next couple of years due to a decline in the number of college-age young adults.

This Contract Agreement is made by and between the Mississippi Transportation Commission, a
body corporate of the State of Mississippi, acting by and through the duly authorized Executive
Director of the Mississippi Department of Transportation (hereinafter referred to as the
DEPARTMENT), and City of Oxford, (hereinafter referred to as the CONTRACTOR), effective as of
the date of latest execution below.

WHEREAS, Chapter 53, (49 U.S.C. Section 5311) as amended formerly referred to as Section
18 of the Federal Transit Act, provides federal capital, administrative and operating assistance for
public transportation in rural and small urban areas by way of a formula grant program to be
administered by the State; and

WHEREAS, the goals of the Non-urbanized Public Transportation Program are to enhance
access by people in non-urbanized areas to health care, shopping, education, recreation, public

The CONTRACTOR agrees that reimbursement of any cost, in accordance with
the indicated payment methods, does not constitute a final decision by the
DEPARTMENT about the allowability of that cost and does not constitute a waiver
of any violation by the CONTRACTOR of the terms of this agreement. The
CONTRACTOR understands that a final determination concerning allowability will
not be made untii an audit of the project has been completed. If the
DEPARTMENT determines that the contractor is not entitled to receive any part of
the federal funds requested, the CONTRACTOR will be notified in writing. Close-
out of this project will not alter the CONTRACTOR'’S obligation to return any funds
due to the DEPARTMENT as a result of later refunds, corrections or other
transactions. Project close-out will not affect the DEPARTMENT'S right to disallow
costs and recover funds on the basis of a later review or audit.

The CONTRACTOR agrees that if it receives Federal funding from the Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) or through a pass-through entity
through the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act, a

(3) other excess income.

e. Project close-out occurs when the DEPARTMENT notifies the CONTRACTOR in
writing and forwards the final federal assistance payment or when the
CONTRACTOR'S remittance of the proper refund or repayment has been
acknowledged in writing by the DEPARTMENT.

Section 7. Contracts Under This Contract Agreement. Unless otherwise authorized in
writing by the DEPARTMENT, the CONTRACTOR shall not assign any portion of the work to be
performed under this contract agreement, or execute any contract amendment or change order
thereto, or obligate itself in any manner with any third party with respect to its rights and
responsibilities under this contract agreement without the prior written concurrence of the
DEPARTMENT.

a. The Contractor shall insure that every subcontract includes any clauses required by
the contract agreement, federal statutes and implementing regulations.

b. All contracts for services will be developed in accordance with the FTA's
requirements for competition and/or private sector participation as referenced in the
guidance contained in Circular 4220.1F as amended entitled "Third Party
Procurement”.

C. In no event shall this contract or equipment, materials and goods provided hereunder
be treated as assets of the CONTRACTOR in any bankruptcy or similar proceeding.

Section 8. Purchase of Project Vehicles, Facilities and Equipment. The purchase of all
Project vehicles and/or equipment financed in whole or in part pursuant to this Contract Agreement

shall be in accordance with the applicable state and federal laws and procurement regulations,
including state competitive bidding procedures and laws and specifications approved by the
DEPARTMENT, the DEPARTMENT'S State Management Plan and will be consistent where
applicable with the Common Grant Rule and/or or 2 CFR Part 200 (As Amended), and Circular
4220.1F and any revisions thereof as applicable. The undersigned CONTRACTOR certifies its
Procurement Compliance by the executed "Procurement Compliance" Certificate attached hereto
and made a part of Exhibit A incorporated herein by reference.

a. Vehicle Purchases. The DEPARTMENT or CONTRACTOR may purchase vehicles
for the Project, using vehicle specifications approved by the DEPARTMENT for the
purchase of new vehicles. These vehicles are to include buses, mini-buses, vans
and other small vehicles in accordance with the CONTRACTOR'S approved
application. All purchases are subject to prior approval of the DEPARTMENT, and
must be in accordance with State purchasing laws and approved by the State Bureau
of Purchasing. Vehicies purchased by the CONTRACTOR must be approved in
writing in advance by the Executive Director of the DEPARTMENT.
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b. Other Equipment, Materials, Goods and_Services. Other equipment, materials,
goods, and services included in the approved application to be financed in whole or

in part pursuant to this Contract Agreement may be procured by the CONTRACTOR
in accordance with the above procedures and the following requirements:

(1 Specifications and Bid Advertisements. Equipment specifications shall be
written so as not to unduly restrict competitive bidding. Equipment
specification and advertisement for bid packages shall be approved by the
DEPARTMENT prior to submission to prospective bidders.

2) Award of Bids. The DEPARTMENT must concur in the award of bid to
procure equipment for the Project made by the CONTRACTOR prior to the
execution of an agreement between the CONTRACTOR and any bidder.

(3) All purchases must be made consistent with State l[aws and purchasing
procedures and revised 2 CFR Part 200 as amended where appropriate.

c. Real Property. In general the acquisition of real property shall be in accordance with:
procedures contained in the Departments State Management Plan and any
subsequent specific procedures and requirements provided by the Department. The
MDOT may confer with FTA concerning the specific requirements governing the
acquisition, use or disposition of real property purchased with federal funds.

Section 9. Title to Project Equipment and Real Property. Title to Project equipment, land
and facilities shall be in the CONTRACTOR’S name subject to the restrictions of use and disposition
of the Project as set forth herein and in accordance with Section 10, 11 and 14 of this Contract
Agreement. The DEPARTMENT shall be listed as first lienholder on and maintain all original titles
to project equipment and one set of keys. Iif this Contract Agreement is terminated, title to Project
vehicles shall become vested in the DEPARTMENT as first lien holder and the DEPARMENT shall
have the right to repossess the same.

a. The CONTRACTOR shall grant to the DEPARTMENT a security interest in the
Project equipment through the execution of a security agreement in a form acceptable to the
DEPARTMENT and by the filing of financing statements necessary to perfect that security interest,
and in regard to vehicles purchased by the CONTRACTOR, under the terms of this Contract
Agreement. The DEPARTMENT shall be listed as first lienholder on, and maintain all, original titles
to vehicles purchased by the CONTRACTOR, under the terms of this Contract Agreement. A copy
of the Security Agreement form, acceptable to the DEPARTMENT, is attached hereto as Exhibit C.

b. When real property is acquired and/or developed under the terms of this Contract
Agreement, CONTRACTOR grants to the DEPARTMENT a security interest in the real property to
- secure CONTRACTOR'’S performance of the terms of this Contract Agreement and shall perfect that
security interest by executing a deed of trust and a notice of federal interest in a form acceptable to
the DEPARTMENT and by filing that deed of trust in the land records of the county where the real
property is located. At least ten days prior to the transfer of funds under the terms of this Contract
Agreement for the acquisition and/or development of real property, the CONTRACTOR shall provide
to the DEPARTMENT atitle certificate from a licensed attomey to be selected by the DEPARTMENT
showing that there are no encumbrances on the real property to be acquired and/or developed, and
the CONTRACTOR shall have the title certificate updated immediately prior to the transfer of funds
for the acquisition and/or development of the subject property. (A copy of the Deed of Trust form,
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acceptable to the DEPARTMENT, is attached hereto as Exhibit D.) (A copy of the Notice of
Federal Interest Form acceptable to the DEPARTMENT is attached hereto as Exhibit E.)

C. In addition, when real property is acquired and/or development under the terms of
this Contract Agreement, CONTRACTOR shall convey to the DEPARTMENT the CONTRACTOR'S
executory power to transfer any interest in the real property until the CONTRACTOR has fuffilled its
obligations under the terms of this Contract Agreement. The conveyance of the CONTRACTOR'S

executory power shall be in a form acceptable to the DEPARTMENT. (A copy of the
Conveyance of Executory Power form, acceptable to the DEPARTMENT, is attached hereto
as Exhibit F) which shall be duly recorded in the land records of the county.

d. If the CONTRACTOR is a governmental entity, in lieu of b. and c. above, ‘it agrees
to execute a notice of federal/state interest. (a copy of an acceptable form is attached hereto
as Exhibit E.)

Section 10. Use of Project Equipment and Real Property.

a. The CONTRACTOR agrees that the Project equipment, land and facilities shall be
used for the provision of transportation service within the area described in the Project
description, or some other subsequently authorized area approved by the
DEPARTMENT in accordance with Section 14 of this Contract Agreement for the
duration of the Project. If, during the duration of the Project, any equipment or real
property is not used in this manner or is withdrawn from transportation service for
more than thirty (30) days, the CONTRACTOR shall notify the DEPARTMENT in
writing and shall dispose of such equipment or real property in accordance with
guidance by the DEPARTMENT and Section 14 of this Contract Agreement. The
DEPARTMENT shall have the right to conduct periodic inspections for the purpose
of confirming maintenance pursuant to this section.

b. Sanctions for Non-Compliance. In the event of the CONTRACTOR'S non-
compliance with the provisions of this section, the DEPARTMENT shall impose such
sanctions as it may determine to be appropriate, including but not limited to:

(1) Withholding or discontinuing further reimbursements or funding,
and/or,

(2) Cancellation, termination or suspension of the Contract Agreement in
whole or in part.

c. The CONTRACTOR shall keep satisfactory records with regard to the use of the
PROJECT equipment and shall submit to the DEPARTMENT upon request such
information as is required to assure compliance with Title 23 of the CFR.

d. In accordance with 49 CFR, Part 605, as amended, the CONTRACTOR may use
project equipment for the provision of school bus transportation, as long as such use
is a modification of regular service to the general public and such use is not for
exclusive school bus transportation to the exclusion of general public riders or
represents unfair competition with private operators. The CONTRACTOR agrees to
comply with the Charter rules described in 49 CFR, Part 604, as amended.
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e. The CONTRACTOR shall neither use nor permit the vehicles, property and
equipment provided hereunder to be used for any illegal or unlawful purpose or
otherwise subject the vehicles and equipment to confiscation. The CONTRACTOR
agrees to reimburse the DEPARTMENT for the fair, retail market value in the event
the vehicle and equipment are confiscated while in the possession or control of the
CONTRACTOR, together with other such expenses or losses that the
DEPARTMENT may incur as a result thereof. The CONTRACTOR further agrees
not to permit the vehicles, property and equipment provided hereunder to be used in
violation of any Federal, State or municipal/local statute, law, ordinance, rule or
regulation applicable to the operation of the vehicles, property and equipment and
will indemnify and hold the DEPARTMENT harmless from any and all fines,
forfeitures and penalties assessed against such vehicles and equipment.

Section 11. Encumbrance of Project Equipment or Real Property. Except as provided
in Section 9 of this Contract Agreement, the CONTRACTOR shall not execute any lease, pledge,
mortgage, lien, or other contract (including a grant anticipation note or "Safe Harbor Lease" under
Section 168(g)(8) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954) touching or affecting the Federal interest in
any Project facilities or equipment, nor shall it obligate itself in any other manner, with any third party
with respect to Project facilities for equipment, unless such lease, pledge, mortgage, lien, contract or
other obligation is expressly authorized in writing by the DEPARTMENT, nor shall the
CONTRACTOR, by any act or omission of any kind, adversely affect the Federal interest or impair
its continuing control over the use of Project facilities or equipment.

Section 12. Records and Maintenance of Project Real Property and Equipment. For
the duration of the PROJECT, the CONTRACTOR shall maintain the Project equipment and facilities
at a high level of cleanliness, safety and mechanical soundness. The DEPARTMENT shall have the
right to conduct periodic inspections for the purpose of confirming proper use and maintenance
pursuant to this Section, and the approved program maintenance procedure. The CONTRACTOR
must maintain a project equipment inventory and a formal maintenance program. Property records
must include a description of the equipment, vehicle identification number, source, cost, acquisition
date, percentage of federal participation, detailed maintenance records and any disposition data.

Section 13. Insurance. The CONTRACTOR shall obtain insurance adequate to protect the
Project’s property and equipment, as well as public liability insurance. The DEPARTMENT shall be
named as loss payee for property and equipment purchased with Section 5311 funds. The
CONTRACTOR shall submit evidence of such insurance coverage including documentation of the
solicitation process annually to the DEPARTMENT or prior to beginning vehicle operations, and said
coverage shall remain in effect at all times during the duration of the PROJECT.

The CONTRACTOR shall obtain and maintain at all times during the duration of the Project insurance
coverages adequate to meet the appropriate requirement of the Mississippi Transportation
Commission or any successor agency. In the absence of these requirements the following
insurance coverages in the amounts apply:

Comprehensive general liability insurance in an amount not less than one million dollars
($1,000,000.00), including coverage for blanket contractual liability, broad form property
damage, personal injury and bodily injury (including illness, disease and death), and
products/completed operations; and
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| Comprehensive automobile liability insurance, including hired and non-owned vehicles, in an
amount not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000.00), covering bodily injury and death
and property damage; and

Blanket employee fidelity bond insurance in an amount not less than fifty thousand dollars
~ ($50,000.00); and

Workers’' compensation insurance in the amount required pursuant to the laws of the State
of Mississippi.

All insurance policies required herein shall be issued by a reputable and substantial insurance
company or companies licensed to do business in the State of Mississippi, and shall include an
endorsement providing substantially as follows:

Insurer may not cancel this policy, modify or amend its terms or reduce coverage for a period
of sixty (60) days after the Mississippi Department of Transportation has been notified by
certified mail, return receipt requested, of the Insurer's intention to cancel, modify, amend or
reduce the coverage.

The CONTRACTOR shall immediately notify the DEPARTMENT in writing of any notices
from insurer concerning cancellation or reduction in insurance coverages.

The DEPARTMENT shall be named as loss payee for property and equipment purchased with
Section 5311 funds. On or before the inception of the Period of Performance of this Contract
Agreement, the CONTRACTOR shall deliver to the DEPARTMENT a Certificate or Certificates of
Insurance, certifying the types and amounts of coverages required herein, the loss payee and the
required endorsement.

Section 14. Disposition of Equipment and Real Property. The CONTRACTOR agrees
that the Project equipment and property shall be used as described in Section 10 of this Contract
Agreement and the approved State Management Plan. If, at any time during the duration of this
Project, any real property or equipment with remaining useful life is not used as described above,
the CONTRACTOR shall notify the DEPARTMENT in writing and after concurrence by the
DEPARTMENT shall dispose of such real property or equipment in accordance with applicable laws
and regulations and with the following procedures:

a. Disposal of real property or equipment with remaining useful life requires written
approval from the DEPARTMENT.

(1 If the equipment is transferred to another Section 5311 CONTRACTOR, the
receiving  CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for reimbursing the
transferring CONTRACTOR its pro rata share of the current fair market value,
based on the twenty percent (20%) local match ratio. The twenty percent
(20%) local match shall be based on at least two (2) independent appraisals
of the current fair market value. In the absence of independent appraisals
value of the equipment shalt be based on standard depreciation calculations.

(2)  If the equipment or real property is approved to be retained by the
CONTRACTOR, and the equipment or property has a fair market value of at
least $5,000.00, the CONTRACTOR shall reimburse the DEPARTMENT, in
an amount based on the federal pro rata share of the original cost, equal to
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the current fair market value of the equipment or property. The fair market
value must be based upon two (2) independent objective appraisals. These
appraisals must be approved by the DEPARTMENT.

(3) If the equipment or real property is approved to be sold, it shall be advertised
and sold at the highest price obtainable at public sale or via sealed bids. All
sales of property or equipment must be consistent with State laws. The
DEPARTMENT may authorize the expenses of the sale to be deducted from
the proceeds. The proceeds derived from the sale of real property or
equipment may be retained by the CONTRACTOR as long as such proceeds
are used to support the transportation project approved by the
DEPARTMENT. Otherwise the CONTRACTOR shall reimburse the
DEPARTMENT its pro rata share of the net proceeds, based on the pro rata
share of the original cost.

b. To request disposal of real property or equipment that has reached its end of useful
life, the CONTRACTOR must make a written request of a declaration of end of useful
life to the DEPARTMENT. Requests for end of useful life must be made in such a
manner and format as required by the DEPARTMENT in the approved program
procedures manual or policy statements.

c. The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible to the DEPARTMENT for full compliance
with all provisions of State laws, 2 CFR Part 200 as amended and the "Common
Grant Rule" for property disposition, and all other applicable laws, rules and
regulations.

Section 15. Contract Changes. Modifications, changes or amendments to this Contract
may be made upon mutual agreement of the parties hereto. However, any change, supplement,
modification or amendment of any term, provision or condition of this Contract must be in writing and
signed by both parties hereto.

Section 16. Compliance with Applicable Laws, Reqgulations and Certifications. The
CONTRACTOR shall, in providing these services, comply with all federal and state laws, licensing
standards and other regulations applicable to the provision of these services.

Section 17. Responsibility for Claims and Liabilities. The CONTRACTOR shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the DEPARTMENT and all its officers, agents and employees
from any claim, loss, damage, cost, charge or expense (including, but not limited to, any type of
environmental claim, loss, damage cost charge or expense) arising out of any negligent act, actions,
neglect or omission by the CONTRACTOR, its agents, employees, or subcontractors during the
performance of this CONTRACT, whether direct or indirect, and whether to any person or property
for which DEPARTMENT or said parties may be subject.

CONTRACTOR'S obligation to indemnify, defend, and pay for the defense, or at the
DEPARTMENT'S option, to participate and associate with the DEPARTMENT in the defense and
trial or arbitration of any damage claim, lien or suit and any related settlement negotiations shall be
initiated by the DEPARTMENT'S notice of claim for indemnification to CONTRACTOR. The
CONTRACTOR'S evaluation of liability, or its inability to evaluate liability, shall not excuse
CONTRACTOR'’S duty to defend. Only an adjudication or judgment after the highest appeal is
exhausted specifically finding the DEPARTMENT entirely responsible shall excuse performance of
this provision by the CONTRACTOR. In such case DEPARTMENT shall pay all costs and fees

related to this obligation and its enforcement. Should there be a finding of dual or multiple liability,
costs and fees shall be apportioned accordingly.

In conjunction herewith, the DEPARTMENT agrees to notify CONTRACTOR as soon as practicable
after receipt or notice of any claim involving CONTRACTOR. These indemnities shall not be limited
by reason of the listing of any insurance coverage below.

The DEPARTMENT shall have no liability for any claim or claims or any threatened ciaim or
threatened claims of any nature, including without limiting the generality of the foregoing provisions,
consequential, special, or other damages.

Section 18. Disputes. Any dispute concerning a question of fact in connection with the
PROJECT which is not disposed of by agreement shall be arbitrated by the Executive Director of the
Department or such person as the Executive Director may designate on behalf of the Transportation
Commission. The decision of the Executive Director or his/her designee shall be final and
conclusive, unless within 15 days from the date of receipt of the decision, the CONTRACTOR
submits a written request for review of the decision. In that event, the CONTRACTOR shall be
provided an opportunity to be heard on the review and offer evidence in support of the
CONTRACTOR'S position regarding the decision. The decision of the Executive Director on the
review shall be final and conclusive unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
unlawful for the reason it was not supported by any substantial evidence, was fraudulent or
capricious. Until a final determination is made, the CONTRACTOR shall proceed forthwith with the
performance of the CONTRACTOR’S duties under the contract pursuant to the Executive Director's
decision.

Section 19. Termination of Contract Agreement. This Contract Agreement may be
terminated at any time by mutual consent of both parties. The CONTRACTOR may terminate its
participation in the PROJECT by notifying in writing and receiving the concurrence of the
DEPARTMENT forty-five (45) days in advance of the termination. The DEPARTMENT may
terminate the Contract Agreement by giving the CONTRACTOR fifteen (15) days advance written
notice in the event of determination by the DEPARTMENT of nonperformance or any breach of any
terms of the contract agreement by the CONTRACTOR. The DEPARTMENT, before issuing written
notice of Contract Agreement termination, may allow the CONTRACTOR forty-five (45) days to
correct the problems identified. If the DEPARTMENT makes the determination that this Contract
Agreement should be terminated due to (a) insufficient performance, (b) a violation of Section 4 of
this contract, or any other provision, or (c) a misuse of the funds or equipment provided under this
Contract Agreement, then it is agreed that this Contract Agreement shall be terminated upon fifteen
(15) day notice in writing from the DEPARTMENT to the CONTRACTOR. The CONTRACTOR shall
be entitled to receive compensation for eligible expenses approved by the DEPARTMENT, prior to
receiving the termination notice. ’

CONTRACTOR'S termination of any services heretofore approved through this Contract Agreement
requires prior written notification to the DEPARTMENT and DEPARTMENT concurrence and that,
at a minimum, CONTRACTOR shall provide thirty (30) days written notice of termination of services
published in a newspaper having local circulation, and shall post on all Project vehicles and mail to
subcontractors and provide to all passengers such written notice of termination of services.

The DEPARTMENT shall have the absolute right to terminate the project contract at any time, for

any reason, and in such event the DEPARTMENT'S obligations and liability hereunder shall be
limited solely to payment of any compensation due CONTRACTOR as stated in this Section.
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Section 20. Interest of Members of or Delegates to Congress. No member of or delegate
to the Congress of the United States shall be admitted to any share or part of this Contract Agreement

or to any benefit arising therefrom,

Section 21. Prohibited Interest. No member, officer, or employee of the DEPARTMENT
or of the CONTRACTOR shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in this Contract Agreement or the
proceeds therefrom.

Section 22. Identification of Documents. All published reports and other documents
completed as a part of this Contract Agreement, other than documents exclusively for internal use
by the parties hereto, must contain the following disclosure on the inside front cover:

“This document is disseminated under the sponsorship of the U.S. Department
of Transportation in the interest of information exchange. The United States
Government nor the Mississippi Department of Transportation assumes no
liability for the contents or use thereof’.

Section 23. Public Notice Process for Fare/Service Changes. The CONTRACTOR
agrees to develop and implement a process to inform the public prior to raising fares, restructuring
or terminating transit services. Such a process must include at least the following:

a. A thirty (30) day written prior notice must be published in at least one newspaper of
general circulation, once each week for three consecutive weeks.

b. Written notice posted daily for at least fiteen (15) days in locations visible to
passengers on each vehicle that services the route.

c. Notification of service change in media or formats that are accessible to ADA eligible
riders that are certified by the Project’s certification procedures. Notification must be
made at least once each week for thirty (30) days.

d. The DEPARTMENT must be advised in writing and provide written concurrence of
any discontinuation of route or service type. Such notice should be provided forty-
five (45) days in advance, but must be given at least thirty (30) days prior to the
termination of service.

e. Written notice of at least thirty (30) days must be given to all sub-contractors that
have entered into a purchase of service agreement with the contractor.

f. Service area expansions may be subject to notification and approval requirements of
the Mississippi Public Service Commission.

Section 24. Civil Rights. During the performance of this Contract Agreement, the
CONTRACTOR, for itself, its assignees and successors in interest, agrees as follows:

a. Compliance with Regulations: The CONTRACTOR shall comply with Title VI of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, the Regulations of the UNITED STATES
DEPARTMENT of TRANSPORTATION (USDOT) relative to nondiscrimination in
federally assisted programs (Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 21, 23 and
25-28, as amended, hereinafter referred to as the REGULATIONS), and Assurances
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pursuant thereto which are herein incorporated by reference and made a part of this
contract.

Nondiscrimination: The CONTRACTOR, with regard to the work performed during
the contract, shall not discriminate on the grounds of sex, age, race, religion, color,
disability or national origin in the selection and retention of subcontractors, including
procurement of materials and leases of equipment. The CONTRACTOR shall not
participate either directly or indirectly in the discrimination prohibited by 49 CFR Part
21.5 of the Regulations, including employment practices when the contract covers a
program set forth in Appendix B of the Regulations.

Solicitations for Subcontract, Including Procurement of Materials and Equipment: In
all solicitations, either by competitive bidding or negotiation made by the
CONTRACTOR for work to be performed under a subcontract, including
procurement of materials or leases of equipment, each potential subcontractor or
supplier shall be notified by the CONTRACTOR of the CONTRACTOR'S obligations
under this Contract Agreement and the Regulations relative to nondiscrimination on
the grounds of race, color, national origin, or sex.

Information and Reports: The CONTRACTOR shall provide all information and
reports required by the Regulations, or orders and instructions issued pursuant
thereto, and shall permit access to its books, records, accounts, and other sources
of information, and its facilities as may be determined by the DEPARTMENT or FTA
to be pertinent to ascertain compliance with such Regulations, orders, and
instructions. Where any information required of a CONTRACTOR is in the exclusive
possession of another who fails or refuses to furnish this information, the
CONTRACTOR shall so certify to the DEPARTMENT or FTA as appropriate, and
shall set forth what efforts it has made to obtain the information.

Sanctions for Non-compliance: In the event the CONTRACTOR'S non-compliance
with the nondiscrimination provisions of this Contract Agreement, the DEPARTMENT
shall impose such contract sanctions as provided by law and as it or FTA may
determine to be appropriate, including, but not limited to:

(1) withholding or discontinuing further reimbursements, other funding and/or

(2) cancellation, termination or suspension of the Contract Agreement, in whole
orin part.

Incorporation of Provisions: The CONTRACTOR shall include the provisions of
paragraph (a) through (e) of this section in every subcontract, including procurement
of materials and leases of equipment, unless exempt by the Regulations, order, or
instructions issued pursuant thereto. The CONTRACTOR shall take such action with
respect to any subcontract or procurement as the DEPARTMENT or FTA may direct
as a means of enforcing such provisions including sanctions for noncompliance.
Provided, however, that in the event the CONTRACTOR becomes involved in, or is
threatened with, litigation with a subcontractor or vendor as a result of such direction
by the DEPARTMENT, the CONTRACTOR may request the United States to enter
into such litigation to protect the interest of the United States.
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g. Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE). It is the policy of the Mississippi Department
of Transportation to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR, Part 26, to prohibit
unlawful discrimination, to meet its goal for DBE participation, to meet that goal
whenever possible by race-neutral means, to create a level playing field, and to
achieve that amount of DBE participation that would be obtained in an non-
discriminatory market place. To meet that objective in any United States Department
of Transportation assisted contracts, the “Mississippi Department of Transportation’s
Disadvantage Business Enterprise Programs for United States Department of
Transportation Assisted Contracts”.

Neither the CONTRACTOR nor any sub-recipient or sub-contractor shall discriminate
on the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex in the performance of this contract.
The CONTRACTOR shall carry out applicable requirements of 43 CFR, Part 26 in
the award and administration of United States Department of Transportation assisted
contracts. Failure ofthe CONTRACTOR to carry out those requirements is a material
breach of the contract which may result in the termination of this contract or such
other remedies as the Mississippi Department of Transportation deems appropriate.
The following provisions are applicable:

4] The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for meeting the applicable
regulations regarding participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises
(DBE) in the Department of Transportation programs set forth in 49 CFR, Part
26, or any revision of supplement thereto. Pursuant to the requirements of
49 CFR, Part 26, the following statements regarding disadvantage business
enterprises are included in, and made a part of this Contract Agreement:

(@) Policy. It is the policy of the United States Department of
Transportation (USDOT) and the DEPARTMENT that disadvantaged
business enterprises as defined in 49 CFR, Part 26 shall have the
maximum opportunity to participate in the performance of contracts’
financed in whole or in part with federal funds under this Contract
Agreement. Consequently the DBE requirements of 49 CFR, Part 26
apply to this Contract Agreement.

(b) DBE Obligation. The DEPARTMENT and the CONTRACTOR agree
to ensure that disadvantaged business enterprises as defined in 49
CFR, Part 26 have the maximum opportunity to participate in the
performance of contracts financed in whole or in part with federal
funds provided under this contract agreement.

In this regard the DEPARTMENT and the CONTRACTOR shall take
all necessary and reasonable steps in accordance with 49 CFR, Part
26 to ensure that disadvantaged business enterprises have the
maximum opportunity to compete for and perform contracts that relate
to this Contract Agreement. The DEPARTMENT and
CONTRACTOR shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color,
national origin, or sex in the award and performance of contracts
using Section 5311 funds.

2) As a condition of assistance, the DEPARTMENT has submitted and received
approval of a Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Program (DBE), that was

developed consistent with guidance contained in the Federal Register 49 CFR, Part
26 “Participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises in Department of
Transportation Programs; Final Rule”, dated February 2, 1999 (herewith incorporated
by reference and set forth as Exhibit G). This program shall be treated as a legal
obligation and failure to camry out its terms shall be treated as a violation of this
financial assistance contact agreement. Upon notification to the CONTRACTOR of
its failure to carry out the approved program, the DEPARTMENT shall impose such
sanctions as noted in 49 CFR, Part 26, which sanctions may include termination of
the agreement or contract by the CONTRACTOR or such remedy as the
CONTRACTOR deems appropriate.

The CONTRACTOR shall advise each recipient, contractor, and subcontractor that
failure to carry out the requirements set forth in 49 CFR, Part 26 shall constitute a
breach of contract and, after the notification to the DEPARTMENT, may result in
termination of the agreement or contract by the CONTRACTOR or such remedy as
the CONTRACTOR deems appropriate.

The CONTRACTOR shall take action concemning DBEs as follows:

(a) The CONTRACTOR shall not exclude DBEs from participation in business
opportunities by entering into long-term, exclusive agreements with non-
DBEs for operation of major transportation-related activities, for the provision
of goods and services to the facility or to the public on the facility.

(b) A CONTRACTOR that is required to submit affimative action programs
under 49 CFR, Part 26 that has business opportunities for leases shall submit
to the DEPARTMENT for approval their programs' overall goals for the
participation as lessees of firms owned and controlled by disadvantaged
persons. These goals shall be for a specified period of time and shall be
based on the factors listed in 49 CFR, Part 26. The CONTRACTOR shall
review these goals at least annually, and whenever the goals expire. The
review shall analyze projected versus actual DBE participation during the
period covered by the review and any changes in factual circumstances
affecting the selection of goals. Following each review, the CONTRACTOR
shall submit new overall goals to the DEPARTMENT for approval. A
CONTRACTOR that fails to meet its goals for DBE lessees shall demonstrate
to the DEPARTMENT in writing that it made reasonable efforts to meet the
goals.

(© Except as provided in this section, the CONTRACTOR is required to include

lessees in affirmative action programs. Lessees themselves are not subject
to the requirements of the Part 26, except for the objective of 49 CFR, Part
26 to avoid discrimination against DBEs.

Section 25. Egqual Employment Opportunity. In connection with the execution of this

Contract Agreement, the CONTRACTOR shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant
for employment because of race, religion, color, sex age, disability, or national origin. The
CONTRACTOR shall comply with Executive Order 11246 as amended by Executive Order 11375,
and as supplemented by DOL regulations (41 CFR, Part 60) and shall take affirmative action to
ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during their employment,
without regard to their race, religion, color, sex age, disability, or national origin. Such actions shall
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include, but not be limited to the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer; recruitment
or recruitment advertising; layoff, or termination; rates of pay, or other forms of compensation; and
selection for training, including apprenticeship.

Section 26. Section 504 and ADA Requirements. The CONTRACTOR shall comply with
all the requirements imposed by Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (P.L. 93.112,29 U.S.C.
794 et seq.); the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (P.L. 101-336, 42 U.S.C 12101 -12213), the
Regulations of the United States Department of Transportation issued thereunder (49 CFR, Part 27),
the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) (49 CFR, Parts 27, 37 and 38) and the Assurance
by the CONTRACTOR pursuant thereto including any amendments.

Section 27. Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986. CONTRACTOR represents
and warrants that it will ensure its compliance with the Mississippi Employment Protection Act,
Section 71-11-1, et seq of the Mississippi Code Annotated (Supp 2008), and will register and
participate in the status verification system for all newly hired employees. The term “employee”
as used herein means any person that is hired to perform work within the State of Mississippi. As
used herein, “status verification system” means the lllegal Immigration Reform and Immigration
Responsibility Act of 1996 that is operated by the United States Department of Homeland
Security, also known as the E-Verify Program, or any other successor electronic verification
system replacing the E-Verify Program. CONTRACTOR agrees to maintain records of such
compliance and, upon request of the State and approval of the Social Security Administration
or Department of Homeland Security, where required, to provide a copy of each such
verification to the State. CONTRACTOR further represents and warrants that any person
assigned to perform services hereunder meets the employment eligibility requirements of all
immigration laws of the State of Mississippi. CONTRACTOR understands and agrees that any
breach of these warranties may subject CONTRACTOR to the following: (a) termination of this
Agreement and ineligibility for any state or public contract in Mississippi for up to three (3) years,
with notice of such cancellation/termination being made public, or (b) the loss of any license,
permit, certification or other document granted to CONTRACTOR by an agency, department or
governmental entily for the right to do business in Mississippi for up to one (1) year, or (c) both.
In the event of such termination/cancellation, CONTRACTOR would also be liable for any
additional costs incurred by the State due to contract cancellation or loss of license or permit. As
of July 1, 2008, the CONTRACTOR is required to provide to the Mississippi Department of
Transportation (“MDOT”) a Certification and Agreement (Exhibit H) prior to the execution of the
contract. The CONTRACTOR is solely responsible for compliance with the requirements of the
Mississippi Employment Protection Act.

It is agreed by the parties that no person employed by the CONTRACTOR pursuant to the
provisions hereof will be considered an agent or employee of the DEPARTMENT or the
Mississippi Department of Transportation.

It is further agreed by the parties that no provision of this Agreement is intended nor shall it be
construed to give rise to a third party beneficiary claim on the person or entity not a party hereto.

Section 28. Section 13(c) Labor Standards. In connection with the execution of this
contract, the CONTRACTOR shall protect the interest of employees affected by federal assistance

as part of the Project, as provided by Section 13(c) of the Federal Transit Act of 1991, and Section
49 U.S.C. 5333 (b) as amended, and the assurance by the CONTRACTOR pursuant thereto. The
CONTRACTOR shall be financially responsible for the application of the conditions of Section 13(c).

Section 29. Other Labor Provisions. The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for meeting
the statutory and regulatory provisions of the “Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act’,
including, but not limited to meeting the statutory requirements of 40 U.S. C. 3701 et seq. and 40
U.S.C. 3141 et seq. as amended and regulations set forth at 29 CFR Parts 4, 5, 6 and 70 through
240, as amended for non-construction contracts of $2,500 or more that involve the employment of
mechanics or laborers., Pursuant to the requirements of 40 U.S.C. 3701 et seq., as amended 40
U.S.C. 3141 et seq. as amended and the regulations set forth at 29 CFR Parts 4, 5, 6 and 70 through
240, as amended, the following statements are made part of this Contract Agreement:

a. Overtime Requirements. No CONTRACTOR or subcontractor contracting for any part of
the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall
require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any work week in which he or she is employed on
such work to work in excess of forty hours, unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation
at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of
forty hours in such work week.

b. Violation; Liability for Unpaid Wages; Liquidated Damages. In the event of any violation
of the clause set forth in subparagraph (b)(1) of 29 CFR Section 5.5, the CONTRACTOR and any
subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under contract for the
District of Columbia or a territory, to such district or to such territory), for liquidated damages which
shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and
guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (b) (1) of 29 CFR, Section 5.5
in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work
in excess of eight hours or in excess of the standard work week of forty hours without payment of
the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (b) (1) of 29 CFR Section 5.5.

¢. Withholding for Unpaid Wages and Liquidated Damages. USDOT or the recipient shall
upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department of
Labor withhold or cause to be withheld from any monies payable on account of work performed by
the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor under any such contract or any other Federal contract with the
same prime contractor, or any other Federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours
and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor, such sums as may be
determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or sub-contractor for unpaid
wages and liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in subparagraph (b) (2) of 29 CFR,
Section 5.5.

d. Non-construction Grants. The CONTRACTOR or subcontractor shall maintain payrolls
and basic payroll records during the course of the work and shall preserve them for a period of three
years from the completion of the contract for all laborers and mechanics, including guards and
watchmen, working on the contract. Such records shall contain the name and address of each such
employee, social security number, correct classifications, hourly rates of wages paid, daily and
weekly number of hours worked, deductions made, and actual wages paid. Further, the recipient
shall require the contracting officer to insert in any such contract a clause providing that the records
to be maintained under this paragraph shall be made available by the CONTRACTOR or
subcontractor for inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized representatives of USDOT and
the Department of Labor, and the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor will permit such representatives
to interview employees during working hours on the job.

e. Subcontracts. The CONTRACTOR or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the
clauses set forth in subparagraphs a. through e. of this paragraph and also a clause requiring the
subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime CONTRACTOR
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shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with the clauses
set forth in subparagraphs a. through e. of this paragraph.

f. Furthermore, the CONTRACTOR is responsible for providing Worker's Compensation for
its employees.

Section 30. Environmental Requlation. The CONTRACTOR agrees (on projects with cost
in excess of $100,000) to comply with all applicable standards, orders or requirements issued under
Section 306 of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7606), Section 508 of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C.
1368, Executive Order 11738 and Environmental Protection Agency regulations (40 CFR) and any
amendments thereto. All violations shall be reported to the DEPARTMENT and to the U.S.E.P.A.
Assistant Administrator for enforcement (EN-329).

Section 31. Energy Efficiency. The CONTRACTOR agrees to recognize mandatory
standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the State Energy
Conservation Plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act (P.L. 94.165)
and any amendments thereto.

Section 32. Settlement of Third Party Contract Disputes or Breaches. FTA has a vested
interest in the settliement of disputes, defaults, or breaches involving Section 5311 federally assisted
third party contracts. FTA retains a right to a proportionate share, based on the percentage of the
federal share committed to the Project, of any proceeds derived from any third party recovery.
Therefore, the CONTRACTOR shall avail itself of all legal rights available under any third party
contract. The CONTRACTOR shall notify the DEPARTMENT of any current or prospective litigation
pertaining to any third party contract. The DEPARTMENT and FTA reserves the right to concur in
any compromise or settlement of the CONTRACTOR'S claim(s) involving any third party contract,
before making Federal assistance available to support that settlement. If the third party contract
contains a liquidated damages provision, any liquidated damages recovered shall be credited to the
Project account involved unless the DEPARTMENT and FTA permit otherwise.

Section 33. Private Sector Participation. The CONTRACTOR agrees to abide by the
private sector participation guidance contained in the FTA's private sector policy of October 22, 1984
and any amendments thereto, and the DEPARTMENT'S State Management Plan to ensure that
private for-profit, private non-profit and other public agencies are provided reasonable notice to
present their views concerning local plans, program and projects.

a. The CONTRACTOR shall provide information necessary for the DEPARTMENT to
make the required assurance to the FTA; and

b. The CONTRACTOR must develop and implement a local private sector participation
procedure that includes defined complaint procedures and is consistent with the
requirements of the DEPARTMENT'S State Management Plan. '

Section 34. Ethics. The CONTRACTOR shall maintain a written code or standards of
conduct that shall govern the performance of its officers, employees, or agents engaged in the award
and administration of contracts supported by Federal funds. Such code or standards shall provide
that no employee, officer, or agent of the CONTRACTOR shall participate in the selection, or in the
award, or in the administration of a contract supported by Federal funds if a conflict of interest, real
or apparent, would be involved. Such a conflict would arise when any of the parties set forth below
has a financial or other interest in the firm selected for award:
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the employee, officer, or agent;

any member of his or her immediate family;

his or her partner; or

an organization that employs, or is to employ, any of the above.

The code or standards shall also provide that the CONTRACTOR'S officers, employees, or agents
shall neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors or anything of monetary value from subcontractors,
potential subcontractors, or parties to the subcontracts. The CONTRACTOR may set minimum rules
where the financial interest is not substantial or the gift is an unsolicited item of nominal intrinsic
value. To the extent permitted by State, Federal or local law, policies, rules and regulations, such
code or standards of conduct shall provide for penalties, sanctions, or other disciplinary actions for
violations of such code or standards by the CONTRACTOR'S officers, employees, or agents, or by
subcontractors or their agents.

Section 35. Effective Date. The effective date of this Contract Agreement shall be the date
identified in the period of performance as defined in Section 3 of this contract agreement.

Section 36. Bonding. Along with this contract, the applicant shall file with the
DEPARTMENT a copy of its Fidelity Bond or a Certified Letter acknowledging that a Fidelity Bond is
in effect covering the CONTRACTOR against the loss of money and securities or other properties in
the amount of at least $50,000, prior to the inception of this Contract Agreement.

Section 37. Certification Regarding Suspension and Debarment. The undersigned
CONTRACTOR certifies herein and by Certification attached hereto as part of Exhibit A and
incorporated herein by reference to the best of his or her knowledge and belief that its principals:

a. Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible,
or voluntarily excluded from covered transactions by any Federal department or
agency;

b. Have hot within a three-year period preceding this proposal been convicted of or had

a civil judgment rendered against them for commission of fraud or a criminal offense
in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal,
State or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction; violation of Federal
or State antitrust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery,
falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, or receiving stolen

property;
C. Are not presently indicted for or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a
~ governmental entity (Federal, State or local) with commission of any of the offenses
enumerated in paragraph (b} of this certification; and

d. Have not within a three-year period preceding this application/proposal had one or
more public transactions (federal, state or local) terminated for cause or default.

Section 38. Certification Regarding Lobbying.

a. No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the
undersigned CONTRACTOR, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence
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an officer or employee or an agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee
of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the
awarding of any Federal contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making of any
Federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension,
continuation, renewal, amendment or modification of any Federal contract, grant
loan, or cooperative agreement.

b. If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to
any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any
agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee
of a Member of Congress in connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan, or
cooperative agreement, the undersigned CONTRACTOR shall complete and submit
Standard Form-LLL. "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying”, in accordance with its
instructions.

c. The undersigned CONTRACTOR shall require that the language of this certification
be included in the contracts and/or agreements at all tiers (including subcontracts,
subgrants, and contracts under grants, loans, and cooperative agreements) and that
all subrecipients shall certify and disclose accordingly.

This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when this
transaction was made or entered into. Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or
entering into this transaction imposed by 31 U.S.C. Section 1352, Any person who fails to file the
required certification shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000 and not more than
$100,000 for each such faiture.

Section 39. Governing Law. This Contract Agreement shall be governed by and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of Mississippi, excluding its conflicts of laws provisions, and
any litigation with respect thereto shall be brought in a court of competent jurisdiction in Hinds County,
State of Mississippi. CONTRACTOR expressly agrees that under no circumstances shall the
DEPARTMENT be obligated to pay an attorney's fee for the cost of legal action to or on behalf of the
CONTRACTOR.

Section 40. Program Fraud and Faise or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts.

a. The CONTRACTOR acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil
Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31 U.S.C. §3801 et seq. and U. S. DOT regulations, “Program
Fraud Civil Remedies,” 49 C.F.R. Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon
execution of this Contract Agreement, the CONTRACTOR certifies or affirms the truthfulness and
accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it may make, or cause to be made, pertaining to
the contract or the FTA assisted project for which this contract work is being performed. In addition
to other penalties that may be applicable, the contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or
causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the
Federal Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies
Act of 1986 on the CONTRACTOR to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.

b. The CONTRACTOR also acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false,
fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification to the DEPARTMENT or the
Federal Government under a contract connected with a project that is financed in whole or in part
with Federal assistance originally awarded by FTA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. §5307 as
amended, the Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. §1001 and 49
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U.S.C. §5307 as amended on the CONTRACTOR, to the extent the Federal Government deems
appropriate.

c. The Contractor agrees to include the above two clauses in each subcontract financed in
whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clauses shall
not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to the provisions.

Section 41. Federal Changes. CONTRACTOR shall at all times comply with all applicable
FTA regulations, policies, procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly
or by reference in the Contract Agreement, as they may be amended or promulgated from time to
time during the term of this contract. CONTRACTOR'S failure to comply shall constitute a material
breach of this contract.

Section 42. Incorporation of Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Terms. The
preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and conditions required by USDOT,
whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions
required by USDOT, as set forth in the most current version of FTA Circular 4220.1F, dated
November 1, 2008 as amended, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the contrary
herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict
with other provisions contained in this Agreement. The CONTRACTOR shall not perform any act,
fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any DEPARTMENT requests which would cause the
CONTRACTOR to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.

Section_43. State and Local Law Disclaimer. Since many of the clauses which are
suggested for use by the CONTRACTOR in its procurement documents are affected by both state
and federal law requirements, the CONTRACTOR understands that it should consult with its attorney
in order to assure appropriate legal guidance regarding the preparation and wording of any of the
legal documents it enters pursuant to this Contract Agreement, including, but not limited to, its
procurement documents.

Section 44. Substance Abuse. The CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with Federal Transit
Administration regulations concerning substance abuse as follows:

a. The CONTRACTOR agrees to establish and implement a drug and alcohol testing
program that complies with 49 CFR, Parts 655 as amended, produce any
documentation necessary to establish its compliance and permit any authorized
representative of the Department of the USDOT or the DEPARTMENT to inspect the
facilities and records associated with the implementation of the program as required
under 49 CFR, 655,

b. The CONTRACTOR further agrees to certify annually its compliance with 49 CFR 655
at such time and in such format as the DEPARTMENT may require.

Section 45. Certifications and Assurances. Certifications and Assurances executed by
the CONTRACTOR are attached hereto as a part of Exhibit A (attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference and made a part hereof as if fully copied herein in words and figures).

Section 46.  No Government Obligation to Third Partiess The CONTRACTOR
acknowledges and agrees that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the Federal Government in our
approval of the solicitation or award of the underlying contract:
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a. Absent the express written consent by the Federal Government, the Federal |
Government is not a party to this contract and shall not be subject to any obligations
or liabilities of the CONTRACT pertaining to any matter resulting from the underlying
contract.

b. The CONTRACTOR agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract funded
in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that
the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor.

Section 47. Buy America. The CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 5323(j)
and 49 C.F.R. Part 661, as amended, which provide that Federal funds may not be obligated unless
steel, iron, and manufactured products used in FTA-funded projects are produced in the United
States, unless a waiver has been granted by FTA or the product is subject to a general waiver.
General waivers are listed in 49 C.F.R. 661.7, and include final assembly in the United States for 15
passenger vans and 15 passenger wagons produced by Chrysler Corporation, and microcomputer
equipment and software. Separate requirements for rolling stock are set out at 49 U.S.C.
5323(j)(2)(c) and 49 C.F.R. 661.11. Rolling stock must be assembled in the United States and have
a 70 percent domestic content. ’

A bidder or offeror must submit to the CONTRACTOR the appropriate Buy America certification with
all bids or offers on FTA-funded contracts, except those subject to a general waiver. Bids or offers
that are not accompanied by a completed Buy America certification must be rejected as non-
responsive. This requirement does not apply to lower tier subcontractors.

Section 48. Charter Service Operations. The CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with 49
U.S.C. 5323(d) and 49 CFR Part 604, as amended, which provides that recipients and subrecipients
of FTA assistance are prohibited from providing charter service using federally funded equipment or
facilities if there is at least one private charter operator willing and able to provide the service, except
under one of the exceptions at 49 C.F.R. 604.9. Any charter service provided under one of the
exceptions must be “incidental,” it must not interfere with or detract from the provision of mass
transportation. '

Section 49. School Bus Operations. Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. 5323(f) and 48 C.F.R. Part
605, as amended, recipients and subrecipients of FTA assistance may not engage in school bus
operations exclusively for the transportation of students and school personnel in competition with
private school bus operators unless qualified under specified exemptions. When operating exclusive
school bus service under an allowable exemption, recipients and subrecipients may not use federally
funded equipment, vehicles, or facilities.

Section 50. Recycled Products-Recovered Materials. The CONTRACTOR agrees to
comply with all the requirements of Section 6002 of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act

This contract constitutes the sole and entire Agreement
between the DEPARTMENT and the CONTRACTOR with respect to the project hereof and
supersedes any and all prior agreements, discussions and negotiations between the DEPARTMENT
and the CONTRACTOR.

This Contract Agreement is made by and between the Mississippi Transportation Commission, a
body corporate of the State of Mississipp4i, acting by and through the duly authorized Executive Director
of the Mississippi Department of Transportation (hereinafter referred to as the DEPARTMENT), and City
of Oxford, (hereinafter referred to as the CONTRACTOR), effective as of the date of latest execution
below.
